Over the last month, we witnessed this in action across our ecosystem, with our portfolio 
start-ups entering new geographies, engaging in international policy dialogues and missions, 
and working with communities for on-ground action. From certification and patent approvals 
to demonstrations of deep-tech innovations at the UN General Assembly, each milestone 
reminds us that progress is woven through many different efforts.

Pragmatech: Received the Healthcare Excellence for Patient Care and Service 
Delivery award in the Startup Category by FICCI Health Services for their cervical 
cancer testing innovation.

Capsber Agriscience: Won the third prize at the World Food Prize Foundation — 
Innovate for Impact Challenge 2025 for their work on soil rejuvenation. 

Ekosight: Awarded the Bharat Entrepreneur Award for their efforts in making 
sustainable agriculture accessible for every farmer through their innovation.

Jaljeevika: Recognised by the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) of the 
United Nations for its contribution to Sustainable Aquatic Food Systems at the 
World Food Forum 2025 held in Rome. 

BrainSightAI, Ai Health Highway, and Occamy BioScience were selected 
to be part of different accelerator cohorts that will propel their promising 
entrepreneurial journeys. BrainSightAI has been selected to join the Google for 
Startups Gemini Founders Cohort, a prestigious group of innovators shaping the 
future of AI. Ai Health Highway has been chosen by Google for Startups as one 
of 20 promising start-ups to receive mentorship, capacity building, and technical 
support to scale their impact. Meanwhile, Occamy BioScience has earned a 
place in the 4th edition of the I-Win cohort under the ISB Women Accelerator.

Building Understanding Around Urban Innovation and 
Deep-Tech Investment in India

national consultative group discussion on the One Local Self Government Program (OLOI), 
hosted by the Kerala Development and Innovation Strategic Council. Stakeholders present 
included former and current government functionaries, specialists from the World Bank, 
practitioners, and academics. Discussions centered around strategising for urban innovation 
clusters in Kerala and further enhancing local economy.

From Demonstration to Dialogue: Affecting Systems Changes 
Through Spotlighting Innovations

It was a month of jet-setting for many of our portfolio start-ups, as they attended showcases 
abroad and across India to demonstrate the potential and impact of their innovations.

Championing Social Impact Through Collaboration

Several of our start-up portfolios announced new partnerships to reach untapped areas, unlock 
fresh possibilities, and expand the scope of their impact. 

Hasiru Dala: Bridging Innovation with Community Action

In collaboration with the Government of Jharkhand, Social Alpha hosted an Innovation & 
Technology Showcase at Ranchi. The event, in partnership with MacArthur Foundation, was 
organised with the intention to foster an innovation-led ecosystem for Jharkhand’s development 
priorities: agriculture, livelihoods, and climate resilience. Over 160 attendees were present, 
including government dignitaries, civil society organisations, community level representatives, 
and research institutions. 

In recognition of the need for locally adaptable solutions, Social Alpha and Professional Assistance 
for Development Action (PRADAN) announced their partnership and plan to impact 100,000 
farmers across the state through innovations. Smt. Shilpi Neha Tirkey, Hon. Minister, Department 
of Agriculture, Animal Husbandry & Cooperative, Government of Jharkhand commended the 
initiative, emphasising collaboration and farmer-first approaches to bridge the gap between 
communities and technology.

16 start-ups including Soilsens, Niyo Farmtech, Shree Marut E-Agrotech, Stepupify Labs, Kheyti, 
Khethworks, Raheja Solar Food Processing, Tan90, DeviDayal Solar, Blackfrog Technologies, and 
Accelero Vehicles showcased their locally tested innovations, focused on agri-tech, climate action, 
and livelihood enhancement.

 

From Government to Ground Action: Highlights from

In a bid to mitigate the health risks associated with unsegregated waste in rural areas, 
Hasiru Dala, built a modern Zero Waste facility in partnership with Billapura Gram 
Panchayat and Azim Premji University. The facility features recycled plastic walls, versatile 
aerobic composters, and smart tracking to effectively segregate over 90% of the waste. 
Recycling operations are led by women from self-help groups, providing livelihood 
opportunities in addition to waste segregation. Hasiru Dala also strengthens the capacities 
of waste pickers by conducting sessions focused on literacy, land rights, and housing 
challenges.

Back home, Pixxel participated in the Raksha Navachar Samvaad in Delhi, where Hon. 
Minister of Defence, Shri Rajnath Singh interacted with the innovators. Pixxel showcased 
their 5m hyperspectral imaging technology, highlighting how higher resolution images can 
improve data-driven decision-making across sectors. 

They also participated in the IN-SPACe workshop, with Karnataka Innovation and 
Technology Society (KITS), the IT BT Department, Karnataka, and the Karnataka State 
Remote Sensing Application Center. The event brought together innovators and 
government departments to discuss how to harness satellite-based solutions for 
strengthening governance and advancing sustainability across sectors.

Crossing International Waters for 
Sustainable Agriculture: Niyo Farmtech

Niyo Farmtech reached a global customer 
base, with its first shipment to New Zealand 
of their eco-friendly sprayer, and their battery 
sprayer being used by a farmer in Russia. The 
start-up, which is focused on providing 
sustainable agriculture solutions to all farmers, 
offers a range of spray pumps to address 
small-scale farmers’ needs. These linkages 
with international customers promise an 
exciting new chapter in their work.

LiNa Energy Invited to Join the UK Trade Mission to India

CEO of LiNa Energy, Will Tope was invited to join the UK Trade Mission to India in October. 
The mission, led by Prime Minister Keir Starmer included senior government ministers, CEOs 
and entrepreneurs, university representatives, and cultural leaders. Both Prime Ministers 
Starmer and Modi reaffirmed their commitment to collaboratively fostering technology and 
innovation towards joint development goals. This marks the largest ever trade delegation from 
the UK to India, serving as an important step in cross-country collaboration. 

Satyukt Analytics received a patent for their satellite enabled innovation, used to 
estimate nitrogen content in soil. The patent enables Satyukt to further strengthen 
their work in precision farming and soil monitoring through satellite technology. 

TeraLumen Solutions also received an important approval, as their terahertz imaging 
and screening devices received quality management and medical device quality 
certifications. These certifications will make the development, manufacturing, and 
distribution of TeraLumen’s devices easier.  

Innovation Recognised: Regulatory Approvals to Take Solutions
to the Market

At the United Nations Population Fund 
(UNFPA) Headquarters in New York, 
Periwinkle Technologies presented the 
SmartScope® CX, a portable device for 
cervical cancer screening. The demonstration 
was part of the events at the UN General 
Assembly. Founder, Veena Moktali also 
participated in a panel discussion, where 
she shared Periwinkle Technologies’
journey in taking their innovation to scale. 

Meanwhile, Manastu Space showcased their 
green tech solutions at the International 
Astronautical Congress in Sydney. The 
start-up had the opportunity to connect 
with other social entrepreneurs along with 
leaders from India and abroad to further 
expand their network and impact.

Amalfarm showcased their natural, 
GI-tagged produce at World Food India in 
New Delhi. They advocated for transparent 
supply chains, demonstrating the traceability 
of their own produce through QR codes.

Bengaluru was once touted as an urban oasis, but rapid urbanisation has left the city to grapple 
with infrastructural stress and environmental degradation. Social Alpha, in partnership with 
Unboxing BLR and WTFund is launching the Namma Bengaluru Challenge — to identify 
innovations and start-ups that help build climate resilience and mitigate emissions in the city. 
The Challenge, hosted with support from the Government of Karnataka and Greater Bengaluru 
Authority, is seeking solutions focused on sustainable construction, water management, air 
pollution, and waste management.

Rang De partnered with MicroX Foundation 
to enable livelihood opportunities for women 
mushroom farmers and artisans in Gaya, 
Bihar. The farmers will be engaged through 
rooftop farming initiatives, skill building 
activities, and enterprise development to 
create pathways for sustainable livelihoods.
